3] Event Background
The Silverstone Classic is firmly established as an important part of the international racing calendar and one of the world’s foremost  racing Festivals , and for 2009, it will be bigger and more exciting than ever with much more to entertain everybody. 

The Silverstone Classic celebrates the best motor racing covering a huge 90 year period, and is the fusion of that with top level music, celebrities, famous brands, car clubs and family fun.

This year sees the introduction of concerts by major recording artists, and you will be able to see on the big sound stage on Friday evening, Toploader, BLUE and the Pussycat Dolls and on Saturday evening, we are proud to be hosting the legendary Carlos Santana, who has sold over 90 million records worldwide and won multiple Grammies during his 40 year career. We are pleased to tell you that your driver and team wristbands entitle you to attend the concerts free of charge.

We are delighted to welcome Harley-Davidson as Official Partners to the event, who are bringing a fantastic display of stunt bikes, and drag bikes which will run on the National straight on Friday and Saturday, and a Custom Bike Show and Competition on Sunday.

We have invested heavily in creating a spectacular display of the many significant race cars in the Paddocks and you are all encouraged to display your cars along with information and photographs outlining the cars history and success, and for which there is a prize fund of £15,000. The race cars will once again assemble in the main Paddock providing a magnificent spectacle before joining the action out on the circuit.

There is a considerable amount to do off-track as well, with air displays by the Aerobatics team, a retail village with art, antiques and automobilia, 4000 classic cars on display brought together by our friends in over 80 car clubs, a Victorian fun fair for our younger audience, and a wide selection of food and drink providing the opportunity for you to relax in amongst all the excitement. We are also offering VIP shopping trips to Bicester Village on Friday and Sunday, where the summer sales are on.

We are delighted to have Murray Walker as our Ambassador for the event and he and Sir Stirling Moss, celebrating his 80th birthday this year, will both be available to sign copies of their new books. 

There will be plenty of coverage of the event as the entire weekend will be shown live on Motors TV, and our own Silverstone Classic Radio will be broadcasting on 87.7FM.

We are pleased to welcome our Official Partners to the event, Bonhams who have an excellent selection of all things motoring in their auction on Saturday evening, Harley-Davidson who have kindly brought their spectacular display of stunt and drag bikes, Jaguar who are the ‘featured marque’ for 2009, Hilton Racing who are housing many of our staff and officials in their lovely hotels, Motors TV who are broadcasting the event, and as a worlds first Carbon Cutter who are offsetting our carbon output making the Silverstone Classic the first ever carbon neutral motor racing event.

Access to Silverstone is available from Wednesday 23rd July at 1800 hours. If you would like to frontload a Pit Garage directly from the Pit Lane from a transporter this can be done only between the hours of 1800-2100 on Wednesday or Thursday evening as the track is live during both days.

Enclosed with this document is a Grid Allocation Plan showing where we would like all grids to be displayed. The tentage available is on a first come first served basis.  We thoroughly recommend that on arrival you go to your allocated tent and unload your race cars into the tents, then park your Support Vehicle/ Motorhome/Trailer in the appropriate place. Quadbikes are available to tow trailers to the Trailer Park.
5] Paddock Display, Access and Parking Arrangements

The License Holders, Racing at Silverstone Ltd, are keen to promote an excellent and informative display of the significant historic race cars competing over the course of the weekend, and to engage and interest the many thousands of visitors attending, and so have invested heavily in display tentage for each grid, and a special Display Prize fund of £15,000.

Display Prize

A £10,000 prize will be awarded for the best display about a car, which is racing or taking part in the Edwardian parade, on display and with a further five £1,000 prizes to be awarded to runner-ups in the highly-commended category. The competition aims to encourage a visual and informative display about the race cars for the delight of the public attending the Silverstone Classic.

The judges will award prizes on consideration of the cars’ appearance and condition, appreciating the level of respect and care lavished on vehicles whose ‘battle scars’ are badges of honour rather than a sign of neglect! Participating cars must be entered in one or more of the races in the Silverstone Classic programme or the Edwardian parade.  This is not a Concours d’Elegance.

Judging will be based on an intelligent, documented display of the car’s history; interesting anecdotes and drivers’ stories; facts and figures; and an informative explanation of any technological innovation which would have put the vehicle ahead of its time, potentially supported by relevant photography. 

The competition is open to all cars displayed for the duration of the entire weekend, unless racing or under maintenance, and must still be on display in the paddock at 5pm on Sunday.   The competition rules are enclosed with these regulations.

Rules and Regulations for the Display Competition at SC09

1.0. Background

1.1. This is not a Concours d’Elegance.

1.2. Battle scars are badges of honour not neglect.

1.3. Evidence of respect and care are plus points.

1.4. Evidence of neglect is a minus point.

1.5. The requirement is to provide the public and the judges with all or any of the following information about the car: its development, its history, the history of the marque and model, its place in history, its drivers and their stories and any other information or anecdotes which will interest and entertain.

1.6. The objective is to leave the public and the judges engaged, informed, educated, entertained and impressed.

1.7. Members of the organising team with race cars at SC09 are not eligible for any of the prizes but are expected to try hard nevertheless.

2.0. Rules

2.1. Participating cars must be entered in one or more of the races in the SC09 programme.

2.2. Participating cars must be present and on display in or immediately outside their allotted shelters throughout the three days of the weekend except when on track, in assembly or under repair.

2.3. Participating cars must still be in their allotted shelters on display to the public and the judges at 5pm on Sunday 26th July 2009. 

2.4. The display material about a participating car must be contained within its allotted shelter in the paddock except when the car itself is outside the shelter on display when display material can be placed in front of the shelter.

2.5. Material and methods of display are at the discretion of the owner of the participating car.

2.6. If electronic display methods are to be used, they should be battery-operated.

3.0. Prizes

3.1. The first prize is Ten thousand pounds (£10,000.00).

3.2. There will also be five (5) “highly-commended” prizes of One thousand pounds each (£1,000.00).

4.0. General

4.1. The organisers of SC09 will appoint the judges.

4.2. The judges will award the prizes in their own sole discretion.

4.3. The judges’ decision will be final.

4.4. The judges may decide not to award a prize if they consider the standard of display generally is not high enough.

4.5. No protests will be entertained.

6] Display Tentage

A significant investment has been made in Display tentage with each grid allocated either pit garages or a section of the display tents. There is sufficient tentage for most cars in each grid to be displayed although the organisers are aware that many cars will be looked after by ‘Multi-Car Preparers’. 
As a result special preparation and parking areas have been allocated to these Multi-Car Preparers so they can create their own displays of race cars and still sensibly maintain and operate their customer’s cars. This concession has the benefit of reducing the number of costly display tents required. We would encourage the Multi-Car preparers to ensure their customer’s cars are properly exhibited under the awnings over the course of the weekend and so ‘in-the-running’ for the Display Prize. 
A Multi-Car Preparers booking form is enclosed with the pack, or is available as a PDF on the website. Please ensure that your preparer completes and returns a form to us so that we can allocate and reserve them a suitable space.

7] Transporters/Support Vehicles
As detailed above Racing at Silverstone are investing heavily in ensuring a good display for the many visitors attending. 

NO transporters or Support vehicles will be allowed access to or to park in the Pit Garage area from the closedown of Testing on Thursday at 6pm until after the event closes on Sunday evening at 6pm.

All transporters and genuine Support vehicles must be parked in the allocated areas behind each display tent, or moved out to the International Straight.

NO trailers will be allowed in the parking areas, they must be removed to the International Straight. 

NO day cars will be allowed on site. They must be parked in the Competitors car park (Car Park 50) adjacent to the Main Entrance, and shuttle transport is provided for all competitors and their guests (wearing wristbands) from the Main Entrance to the Drivers Club in the Main Paddock. Land Rover pick-ups and drivers will be available to shuttle drivers, mechanics and equipment between the paddock and other places on site.

NO Motorhomes will be allowed in the Paddocks or parking area. A dedicated Competitors Motorhome camping area is provided complete with power, toilets and showers in the Winter Hills area just a short walk from the pedestrian bridge in the main Paddock.

It is a condition of your entry that all competitors comply with the parking arrangements and failure to comply with the instructions of the parking marshals may result in exclusion from the meeting. Cars and trailers parked contrary to instructions will be removed and the organisers will accept no responsibility for any damage caused. 

8] Ticket Allocation
Enclosed in your pack are 2 Driver wristbands – RED – (4 for a 2 driver race) which entitle the wearer access to the circuit each day, access into the ‘restricted’ Drivers Club area, the Jimmy Brown Centre for viewing over the start/finish line, access to the Pit-Lane. 
In addition 4 Mechanic/Team wristbands – BLUE – are enclosed allowing access to the circuit each day, and access to the Pit-Lane for your crew.

9] Drivers Club & Hospitality
The JIMMY BROWN CENTRE above Pit Garages 1-3 with viewing over the start/finish line is available to ALL competitors/partners wearing a RED wristband. Hot and cold drinks will be available throughout the weekend.

The DRIVERS INFORMATION DESK is found at the entrance to the Drivers Club, located at Bakersville at the end of the main paddock.

Club Hospitality Units at ‘Bakersville’
The following grids have organized and paid for their own hospitality;

Competitors in the above 5 grids need to register for their hospitality passes at the Drivers Information desk in the main entrance of the Drivers Club. On presentation of their race licence competitors in these grids will be issued with wristbands/lunch vouchers for use in the RAS Pavilion.

10] Pre-63 GT ‘Eligibility Scrutineering’ 

Pre63GT ‘Eligibility Scrutineering’ 

Saturday 1130-1300


We are extremely proud of the fabulous grid that Ben Cussons, Carol Spagg and their team have managed to attract for this race.


In the 50’s and 60’s at Le Mans scrutineering took place ‘publicly’ in the Village Square, and we intend to recreate this spectacle in order that we can show off the fabulous, authentic cars in one central place in the main Paddock. Competitors are required therefore to attend with their cars a ‘special open scrutineering session’ on Saturday morning at 1130, lining up in front of the Scrutineering Bay entrance. Cars will then be marshaled through the Scrutineering Bay, inspected, weighed and checked for period authenticity.  Having passed, they will be awarded a newly created Silverstone Classic Pre-’63 GT Scrutineering badge for the race. In an age where it has become rare to find so many cars with great period history presented in such original specification, we see this as being a great attraction for spectators and press, and a fantastic photo opportunity with them all gathered together. An on-track parade follows this session at 1300. 


(Cars will still need to be presented for safety scrutineering by the HSCC in the normal way on Thursday/Friday prior to practice)
