Dear M. Coninck,

I understand that the FIA intends to assume control of the Lurani Championship for Historic 

Formula Juniors as from 2007.

Please place on my record my displeasure with this decision. I am a participant driver in the Championship and I believe that it could not be under better management that that of Mr Rabagliati.

I am very proud to be a member of FJHRA, which has demonstrably improved not only the standard

of the competing cars and enhanced the standing of Historic Formula Junior but also serves as an example for other associations to aspire to.

The FIA have been so impressed by Mr Rabagliati’s management that this contribution has been formally recognized by an award direct from the FIA, so I find it impossible to understand the forthcoming decision. 

Mr Rabagliati not only manages the Championship with passion, but he does this on a voluntary basis and at considerable financial cost to himself, without any support from the FIA. I cannot comprehend how placing the administration in the hands of paid employees can possibly have any benefit for the drivers, or for the Championship or for the integrity & the longevity of Historic Formula Junior.

I am also proud to own an Historic Formula Junior car with continuous & unbroken history and one of the fundamentals of my enjoyment is being able to race it against other such authenticated cars.

Mr Rabagliati would continue to ensure that the Lurani Championship is open only to genuine cars.

We, as drivers, are not interested in “passport replicas”, we no not wish to have anything to do with them and I will immediately withdraw from the Championship if these cars are allowed in future.

Is the FIA able to equally guarantee the exclusion of replicas, ongoing ?

Aside from the Lurani Championship, Mr Rabagliati manages the UK National Championship for Historic Formula Junior. This is equally well organized, structured and strictly controlled and has been recognised by several prestigious awards. Mr Rabagliati is also a foremost historian, as you are probably aware, who has significantly enhanced the knowledge & history of many racing formulae but this intellectual property remains his personally, for the most part.

I conclude by reiterating my displeasure at the forthcoming decision, which I think is entirely wrong.

Round 2 “Lurani Championship” at Hockenheim – 27-30 April 2006
Definition of a volunteer – “Someone who misunderstood the question”
In the absence of the Hibberd family at Hockenheim I volunteered to write an account for the web page newsletter.  Formula Junior spent an enjoyable weekend at Hockenheim as participants in the Jim Clark Revival Meeting.  It was 7 April 1968 that Jim Clark, driving a Lotus 48 in the Deutschland Trophy F2 race, lost his life when his car left the circuit at full speed following tyre failure and struck a tree thus killing the two-time Formula One champion (1963 and 1965).

The “Lurani” is certainly an international championship with drivers attending from the USA, Australia, Japan, Germany, Italy, Netherlands, Monaco, Switzerland, Sweden, Denmark and the UK.  For the spectators there was an interesting grid of 14 different marques represented out of the 32 entrants.

The free practice session on Thursday took place shortly after it stopped raining and a drying racing line could be discerned, though the heavens opened once more to coincide with the end of the session.  Eighteen drivers took advantage of this session and with a mixture of skill and luck all survived unscathed, though Frits Hansen in his Cooper T52 failed to move out of assembly due to core plug failure.

The weather for qualifying on Friday could not have been better, with a dry track and warm, sunny conditions.  Thirty-four drivers took part and only Dr Keiichi Murakami (Lotus 18) failed to complete the obligatory three laps.  Sadly Marcus Mussa broke a driveshaft and was unable to utilise his 9th fastest time.  Urs Eberhardt in his Lotus 27 took pole position with a time of 2.01.978 for the 4.574 km lap, with Erwin van Gelder joining him on the front row (Lotus 20/22).  Pole positions for the other classes were: Class A Michael Ashley-Brown (Volpini) 2.29.806; Class B Robin Longdon (Lola Mk 2) 2.17.125; Class C Martin Walford (Elva 200); Class D John Delane 2.12.036.

Race 1:  Again dry and sunny but with a bitter cold wind for the pit crews.  Urs Eberhardt made a slow start and was overtaken by Erwin van Gelder in the Parabolica.  Urs was lucky to complete the race following a first lap shunt at the Hairpin when hit behind by Erwin’s Lotus, causing damage to the rear cover but no mechanical problems.  Urs went on to win with an advantage over Bruno Schaffner (Lotus 20) of 5.443 secs, and of 12.732 to Emmanuele Benedini (Lotus 22).  Martin Walford and Robin Longdon played nip and tuck for most of the race and both enjoyed the tussle, with Robin taking the Class B win and Martin Class C.  A similar exchange was on-going between Kevin Musson (Lotus 18) and Martin Carter (Lynx Mk 3) who both collected 2nd in their respective classes, whilst John Delane sprinted away to win Class D.

Erwin and Urs were not the only drivers to have damage.  Robert Goodwin had a scary moment when his stub axle broke in the Sachs Curve – the wheel bounced on the bonnet leaving a skid mark, bounced over his head, rolled across both sides of the curve and came to rest nestling against the wall.  Thanks to Erwin’s generous loan of spares from his damaged Lotus, and hard work from Robert, the car was fixed in time to start Race 2.  Heinz had gearbox problems, and though completing the race in 2nd place for class chose not to take any further part.  Duncan Rabagliati (Alexis HF1) broke the throttle cable and retired after Lap 9.  The award for luckiest driver of the meeting must go to Robin Longdon who upon leaving the Parc Fermé found his steering wheel boss parting company with the steering column.

Race 2:  Dry and sunny for the race but cold on the pit wall.  Twenty-eight starters producing a rather lonely race for Urs Eberhardt who went on to win by a margin of 4.804 sec from Emmanuele Benedini, who this time bested Bruno Schaffner.  Mark Woodhouse spun at the Hairpin early in the race and valiantly tried to catch Bruno for a podium finish, but had to settle for a close 4th.  In Class D, Don Thallon (Cooper T56) found it impossible to retake the 41 second advantage that Martin Carter had over him from Race 1.  Casualties included Robert Goodman retiring after five laps, Fabio d’Alberti (3) and Dr Keiichi Murakami (3).  The other class winners were Michael Ashley-Brown, Robin Longdon, Martin Walford and John Delane.

Final Result:  Podium as per Class E.  Class A – Michael Ashley-Brown; Class B – Robin Longdon; Class C – Martin Walford; Class D – John Delane; Class E – Urs Eberhardt.

John Delane went on to win his class in the TGP Championship race driving the oldest car in the field (Tyrell 001), finishing immediately in front of Dr Keiichi Murakami (Lotus 72-5), who notched up his first finish in the series, all others ending in mechanical failure.  Keiichi was very pleased with his performance in this race and hopefully made up for the disappointments that restricted him to only three laps all weekend in his FJ car.

Friday evening a social function sponsored by Dunlop was attended in force by the FJ squad.  After polishing off the hot buffet washed down with local beer, etc, FJ were the first to take to the dance floor and, of course …… the last to leave.  If only we could identify and market the substance that gives Martin Walford his energy we’d be millionaires!  I think he was trying to set a new Guinness Record for the most dance partners exhausted in the shortest time!!  The band played golden oldies, mainly from the 60s, which was ideal to dance do.  (When asked by Rose Woodhouse “if they had finished?” they replied “no, we’re German!”).

Anecdotes:

Whilst talking to as many drivers as possible to find out how they individually did, I unearthed some gems and hope that the people concerned do not mind my sharing them with the readers:

Dr Yuzaburo Baba – reason for difficulty in changing gear “My leg was too short and I couldn’t fully depress the pedal”.  I’m very glad to report that he went on to end the weekend with three points in Class E.

Dr Heinz Stege – “I spun at the Sachs Curve and it wasn’t even wet, then couldn’t start the car so pushed it back to the pits and when I went out again I only managed half a lap as the session had finished.”

FJHRA Front Engined  Series – VSCC Mallory Park – 23rd July 2006
After the very unseasonal storms the previous day,the prospects looked a little brighter for race day.

Indeed the weather held out for all the VSCC pre war machinery practice sessions until the FJs went out ! It had started spitting as we left the collection area and this turned into enough drizzle to coat the track which when combined with the oil that the older machines had been dropping all morning made the track slippery and sufficiently unpredictable to ensure that no lap records were lowered.

This was round three of the Front Engined championship but we were grateful for those rear engined cars and our friends in 500s that appeared and made up the,respectable 20 car entry.

Missing at this stage was Paul Hewes who had problems with his BM tow car but managed to fix it and drove like the wind from Norfolk to arrive,only to be refused entry into the paddock by the marshals despite drawn out windows of opportunity between sessions. Peter Mullen's OSCA was also a no show as it was still in the paint shop after he modified it  heavily against John Delane's car at Dijon. Intrigueingly,it was entered as an OSCA 2000 litre sports car in the programme ![ which must have been down to the VSCC predictive entry lists , as there were other classics in the draft before Duncan had brought out his red pen ]
Car preparation expert Martin Greaves was having an outing in the very quick Diffey Lotus 20,and Mark Woodhouse gave us the opportunity of beating him,for once,by entering his immaculate Martin 500.A new face to some of us was an enthusiastic Peter Strauss in his Brabham BT6.The car and its engineer, Peter Larder [ with wife, Sue] are basing themselves in Europe for 5 months whilst Peter commutes back and forward to Australia. They had already tackled Pau and Monaco but Mallory Park (even when the sun did eventually come out ) must have been a bit of a culture shock after the heat,glamour and hospitality of the South of France. However, they managed to retain their antipodean sense of humour and were very much enjoying themselves !

 At the end of the short practice,Mallory ”rainmeister “Simon Armer took 

 an easy pole position in his Cooper having also won our last race here 

 in a torrential down pour.Roach Jr. (Alexis) was second followed by yours truly (Elva),out of practise and driving like a 2 year old...4th on times was Martin in the Diffsters Lotus.At least he would have been,  had he not thrown it into the kitty litter on his second lap...which relegated him to the back of the grid. This promoted the Ozzie BT6 which was followed by the first of the 500s,in the form of David Lecoq's Petty Roger Dexter (Elva 100) was making a welcome return and going well and being joined on the grid by the other DKW engined car of Tony Martindale (Sauter) At the back would be Paul Hewes (Lola) and Martin Greaves as neither had been able to complete the required 3 laps of practise and had to trail around at the back of some pre war grids on their warm up laps in order to "qualify"...

The track was completely dry by the start of the race .Roach Sr provided 

drama before the race started by stalling on the grid but the VSCC let us go anyway.It was a flag start,which may have caught out some drivers but not  Simon Armer who shot off into a lead that he held ,and was never threatened. Having made one of my better starts I momentarily entertained the idea of outbraking him into the hairpin for a brief moment of glory but I didn’t pull it off and that was as close as anyone got to him all afternoon ! Stuart Roach very kindly gave me some breathing space by (unusually) fluffing his start and dropping several places as a result. The Strauss Brabham caught me napping and motored past me on the straight, only to lose the position to me under braking for Gerrards on the next lap. Stuart,inexorably made up places to come and join us and would have passed us both at the hairpin had he not missed a gear although he managed it a couple of laps later in an optomistic pass that required full cooperation from me! However, it would have been rude not to and I was merely returning the favour that he had done for me at Brands Hatch a few races ago ! Both Martin Greaves and Paul Hewes made great progress through the field to finish 5th and 8th respectively. Michael Waller went well in his lovely Kieft to finish 6th,chased home by Clive Temple in his Cooper T56.Paul Dixon (Elva) was delighted to finish with his new engine made up from the absent Bill Grimshaw's spare parts bin.And despite various maladies was relieved to collect another signature on his license which he would need in order to compete at the forthcoming Angouleme meeting.

Gordon Wrights's ex Martin Bunn Stanguellini again ran reliably to the finish. Unfortunately, the other Italian,the Volpini of Ian Scott didn’t and had to retire on lap 3 due to its continuing overheating trouble.

At the end,Armer won by a country mile but Stuart would have been closer had he not made life difficult for himself at the start and spent half the race battling with rabbits like me and I just managed to hold off the pesky BT6 of Peter Strauss for third.

The Clerk of the course hauled up the two top placed men after the race because one of his observers thought he had seen them passing the chequered flag twice.They hadn’t, of course, but for  a millisecond, the third place man dreamt of them both being disqualified and taking the Bob Gerrard Trophy home....However,it was Simon who was a most deserving winner and he who took the enormous pot back to his Trophy cabinet.[ or at least he would have done , but presenter, Jeremy Bouckley relieved him of it to get it engraved !! ]
The sun then came out for the rest of the day,which was just as well as the Clerk of the course insisted on locking us in to the Paddock for the afternoon. Despite representations from several of us and even bribery on my part,he refused to let us out in any of the lengthy gaps between races which slightly took the shine off an otherwise fine days racing with the VSCC!

The first appearance of a Cooper was at Prescott on July 28th 1946 and eventually led to World Championships in 1959 & 1960 and 60 years later over 60 various models, including 8 Formula Juniors, gathered to celebrate everything past & present Cooper. 

The competing Juniors were well represented by:-

T56s from Don Thallon, Barry Hargreaves in Peter Denrty’s car and your scribe’s car also being shared by Richard “Woody” Neale President of the Cooper Car Club.

T59s were those of Steve Smith, Martin Sheppard finally getting out at last with his car and Alan Biggar.

Additionally, on display, were the T67 of Antony Binnington and Neil Perkins T56.

On the previous evening most of us walked the course, all the while discussing the finer points of aiming for this or that marker or exactly where to clip an apex and came to the conclusion that the track was so narrow that a middle course was most sensible in view of the fact that most of us had never done a hill climb before. 

First practice was marred by rain and we were all cautiously slow but began to get the feel of it in second practice, which was dry in most places. Steve Smith was fastest man so far with Don Thallon not far off. There was a very high tech system of four computer terminals in a small hut which by simply entering your number gave you the time immediately after your run. Even your scribe who is a fully signed up technophobe was able to use it !

Because of the huge entry swelled by all the Coopers the activity continued without pause for lunch. However there was demonstration session for Coopers not competing so Anthony Binnington took his car up and Alan Biggar’s car had Anthony Hood aboard who is the grandson of Kurt Lincoln, the car’s first owner. Your scribe was very honoured to have his car driven by John Rhodes who raced T56s in period for the MRP team and this was the first time since 1961 that he had driven one. 

The T56 of Neil Perkins remained static under the guardianship of Jonathon Hall who restored it but is too long in limb to fit the cockpit. However this was the first time that this car and your scribe’s sister Tyrrell team car had been together since 1961.

More about noise levels at Zandvoort
Geoffroy RIVET of F3 European Series wrote

I plan to come and race at Zandvoort  the 9-10th of september for the 
historic race event (racing with H.Van der  Vooden serie). My car is 
noisy, even with a big silencer. Can you inform me  about the noise limitation ? How is it measured ? 

The actual noise limit depends on which serie and with which car you want 
to race. 
In general the noise regulations on Zandvoort and the other Dutch circuits 
are very strict. 
Besides the National Autosport Organization (KNAF) the local governments do 
enforce their own regulations. 

The noise limit at Zandvoort isn't measured with the standard (FIA) method 
at the exhaust. 
At Zandvoort the noise is measured on one drive-by measuring point on the 
long straight. 
The noise levels of these two methods are not comparable. 

Every serie gets a specific noise level regarding the classes of the cars 
on the grid. 
During the practices and races the noise level of all cars is measured and 
monitored by the organisator. 
Participants with cars which makes too much noise will get warnings and/or 
will be black flagged. 

If you give us more specific information about your car and in which serie 
you want to race, we might be able to make an assessment about your options 
for Zandvoort.

Geoffroy replied

“about the noise limitation. 
We do have problems with noise because of the engine rev taken by our cars : 10 000 rpm !!! We never seriously measured the noise but, even with silencer, I'm sure we reach 100-110 db (measured close to the exhaust). I don't know what would be the result by measuring the noise on the main straight. But I can't take any risk to ask people to come from all Europe : Italy, France, UK, ... if, finally after some laps, they are not allowed to race.
But we really would like to come and race at Zandvoort, famous and wellknown circuit, specially for our old F3 (many F3 races at Zandvoort at the time).
Due to national noise reg, all our drivers are equipped with a silencer they use when necessary. But even with the silencer, our cars are much more noisy than FFord, classic F3... I think, FJunior have probably the same problem.
I don't know what you can do but we would be very pleased if we have the possibility to come and race (without black flag after 2-3 laps !!!). Be able to plan a race at Zandvoort in 2007 would be great (I know D.Rabagliati with F.Juniors is also interested) “

JOLUS FJ FOR SALE
JOLUS FORMULA JUNIOR – Information Sheet
Everybody and his brother decided to get in on the act and build Formula Jrs.  In one book I have found 86 different builders listed, and I know of at least four others that aren’t listed.  Many of these builders produced very few cars, ie, from as few as one to five or six.  There were few ‘production’ builders, and even those produced less than 30 cars/year.  By far the biggest builder was Lotus, and their biggest year was 1960 with approximately 125 cars built.  The Jolus was built by a man named Bob Joas, in Australia.  He was a local builder of hill-climb cars.  He built a total of four Formula Jrs.  All four of these still survive.  My car raced in local club events near Sydney, it was then converted to Formula 2 (Australian Formula 2 was different then European), and finally had a cross-flow Ford installed and ran as a Formula Ford before being out to pasture (literally).  The man that I bought it from found the car and restored it.  This was relatively easy since he owned a metal fabrication business.  He was in contact with the original builder, and that is how he got much of the original history.  The new owner raced the car extensively and did very well, usually placing in vintage events.  I have some old pictures of the car and copies of two period magazine articles about the car.  When I bought the car in 1991, I thought that I had a ‘race ready’ car.  Well, people have different levels of preparation, and different levels of safety that they are willing to live with.  It was obvious to me the Australian owner and I had different ideas of how a race car should be prepared.  I have totally gone through the car.  Every fastener has been replaced with AN.  A new gearshift linkage was fabricated with proper bearings and sealed aircraft joints.  The throttle cable was changed from bicycle control cable to a proper Cablecraft unit, as recommended by Carrol Smith in his book Prepare to Win.  The oil tank didn’t have any baffles for de-aeration, so I had it rebuilt with them installed.  There was no surge tank so I fabricated one.  The seat-belts didn’t attach properly, so I welded in new frame members to take the mounts in the proper location.  There was no on-board fire system, so I put one in.  The pipes leading to and from the radiator were garbage – I made new ones of stainless steel.  The steering rack was a cobbled up (shortened) production car unit which I replaced with a proper aluminium custom built racing unit.  There was no ‘dead pedal’ so I fabricated one.  The frame was powder coated, as were all suspension parts.  Those parts that were supposed to be plated have silver cad.  Everything was crack tested.  All bushings were replaced.  I got a new gel battery and fabricated a trick stainless holder for it.  The body was repainted and new graphics applied.  I made a new stainless steel screen to keep bugs out of the radiator, replacing the ‘chicken wire’ mesh which was there.  And much, much more!

The rear brakes were of the original type and are spectacular – 9” drums with 1.5” double leading  shoes utilising Jolus cast alum shrunk-on fins over Holden drums which had been ‘cut down’ on a lathe making an ALFIN type drum.  However, the fronts were Fiat single leading shoe units which were not original (!) and didn’t work worth a damn.  I changed to discs (which are allowed on 1961 Juniors) with proper vintage side-port Girling callipers.  I would like to run the car with proper drums in the front, and my plan was to go back to drums if I found some that were suitable and worked.  However, in reality, I usually end up running against Formula Fords, and why give them any more of an advantage than they already enjoy.

The engine was rebuilt by a local facility that specialises in English Fords, and then freshened by Bill Morton of the Bay Area prior to his untimely death.  I have rebuilt it several times since then and have fitted a ‘Richardson’ head.  It now has a Jay Ivey rebuild.  The wheels on the car (original) were modular (advanced for 1961) but were out of round and not true.  I still have them, but decided to get some modern wheels that I could trust.  So I got one that looked as close to the original as possible.  They are 15” and I run L section 5.0 in front and 5.5 in the rear.  I have raced the car off and on since 1991.  It is extremely competitive against other Juniors, and the car held its own against Formula Fords (on soft compound Dunlop tyres which, as of 1999, are no longer being made), but will not beat most properly driven and well prepared FFs on legal Formula Jr hard compound L section legal Dunlop tyres which the car now has.  To put things in perspective: running the proper hard compound tyres I lost 3 seconds/lap at our track here in Seattle.

The Jolus was basically an improved Australian copy of a Lotus 18.  The parts that are unique to Jolus were the cast alum. rear uprights, the wheels and the previously mentioned rear brake fins.  Also, of course, the body and the suspension parts.  Everything else was generic as ws the case with most of the Juniors, ie, Triumph Herald uprights is one example.

I obviously have way more money in this car than I can get for it in today’s market.  The only reason that I am considering selling is my injury in New Zealand will probably keep me from ever driving this car again.  I am asking $40,000 for the car FOB Seattle, but obviously would take more if I could get it.  sidering selling is that I have my eye on a Formula B.
