Apparently this proposal WAS countenanced amongst FIA HMSC members, but a straw poll was against, and so the FIA HTP will be required for all International races , and , in practice , almost all races outside UK, from 1st January 2007
So this expensive exercise must be undertaken now , despite the fact that the format of the HTP is likely to change if the John Hughes Report is implemented… and that we have never heard any convincing reason why the HVIF needed replacing for FIA Formula singleseaters

Nimbus  WRONG Don Parker…Dr Tony Goodwin and Mike Peck write……..

Tony…
You have been misinformed about Nimbus; it was nothing to do with Don Parker of 1A Sangora Road, but built by Donald Parker of Hayling Park Road in Croydon.He let me use his garage to complete my second 1172 Formula special in 1959 and he gave me the frightening experience of letting me drive it down the Brighton Rd in the rain!
It was originally built as an 1172 , engine transversely across the front of the space frame with chain drive to a Norton gearbox in the “passenger” compartment, thence via another chain to a sprocket on a piece of tubing that sufficed as the back axle. He had lived a while in South Africa and brought back with him the prototype body for the GSM Delta (or Dart as it was called when constructor Bob van Niekerk brought them to UK and tried to sell them from premises at the top of Wrotham Hill). Nimbus looked smart but the body was too heavy, so for 1961 Don replaced it with doped fabric stetched over the space frame and called it “Nimbus Unadorned”. However it never came near the sharp end of the very competitive 1172 Formula grid.
I don’t recall him ever using a trailer;he used to arrive with a large bag of old nuts and bolts which he would empty in a heap in the middle of the paddock!
After I had “moved on” Don was inspired by John Moore’s Warwick 1172, a rear-engined special both Monoposto and sports car with a detachable Cooper Manx-tail body but driving through a Mini-Cooper transmission. Don went further, chopped the back off Nimbus and fitted a new Mini-Cooper engine and transmission he purchased directly from the works. I understand he sprinted and hill-climbed it for some years before passing it on to his son-in-law.
He then made a Bentley Special which gave me another memorable drive back to Croydon after I had met him at the Brighton Speed Trials! He also became involved with Arthur Mallock in rushing up muddy hills in pre-war saloons! He also used to write tuning articles for “Motor Racing” and other mags.
Mike adds…

Don Parker is now in his 80s living at Crockham Hill near Edenbridge and is still terrorising people driving his Bentley Special around the lanes of Kent.
 

He had an accident at Paddock Bend at Brands Hatch which destroyed the all enveloping bodywork and when the meeting was over he was seen crawling through the long grass retrieving every scrap of glassfibre he could find in order to stick it all back together. The body moulds being thousands of miles away in SA!


Having a chain driven motorcycle gearbox, Don overcame the reverse gear requirement by having a starter motor that he could lever against the rear wheel thus reversing the car, albeit somewhat slowly!

OBITUARY by Peter Ross.

Gilbert McIntosh, known to all as “Mac”, died on 20th November at the age of 81after a long battle with cancer. He was one of the small group from de Havilland which included Mike and Frank Costin, and Peter Ross, who joined Colin Chapman as unpaid enthusiast in the early fifties and brought some aircraft industry influence to Lotus design. 

Mac was in the aircraft design department at Hatfield, and had spent time in the stress office. He was responsible for the engine installation on the Comet and Trident. It was natural that he immediately took a keen interest in the Lotus space frame chassis design. When he first appeared at Hornsey in early 1954 the special “works” chassis frame had already been designed, but he got the job of designing all the brackets for the suspension, engine etc. These were often criticised by Johnny Teych and Dave Kelsey at Progress Chassis as being too flimsy and complicated to make, Mac criticise their suggestions as “agricultural”, but they eventually got along. 

Mac was amazed to discover how little knowledge there was in the racing car world of the loads imposed on the chassis, and he started by making an inspired guess, and when things broke was able to revise his theory until he had a pretty good idea of what was needed. 

Mac became very much a “back room boy” at Lotus and formed a close relationship with Colin, each having great respect for the other. A keen golfer, Mac would not be free to watch a motor race on the Saturday, but always spent his Sundays with Colin and Hazel at their home Gothic Cottage. Here was dreamed up the first proper space frame Lotus chassis, the one fitted to the two “works” Lotus Mk IXs in 1955 which closely resembled what would become the Lotus Eleven chassis in 1956. Gone was the large 1-7/8” diameter bottom tube, and now each one would be sized according to the tension or compression load it had to take. There were even detachable tubes to allow the engine to be taken out – a lesson learnt the hard way on the works Mk VIII. 

Mac gave an amusing account of the birth of the Lotus Seven one Sunday. Hazel said she thought a simpler sports car was needed, more like the original Mk VI, ands Mac agreed, saying that it should not involve much design work as it would just be an unstreamlined version of the Series 2 Eleven. So it was agreed that Colin and Mac would be excused washing up after lunch in exchange for designing the Lotus Seven, which was virtually completed by late that evening. 

Mac was given a Lotus Eleven at cost as part thanks for all the work he had done, and converted it to have a hard top and be completely waterproof (quite a task!). It of course had space to carry his golf clubs. Soon after (in 1957) Mac parted company with Lotus when, as Hazel put it, he “committed matrimony”. 

Mac was involved with Lotus chassis from the Mk IX to the Type 14 Elite – the latter being of course more complicated and involving a monocoque structure in a relatively new material – glassfibre. 

Later Mac left the aircraft industry and brought his aircraft and Lotus experience to benefit the earth moving industry by becoming Chief Designer for JCB. Colin visited him in 1969 to try to persuade him to come back to Lotus to replace Maurice Philippe as Chief Designer to Team Lotus – but Mac declined. 

He leaves a wife Jill, three children Ian, Duncan and Susan, and seven grandchildren.

You may be aware that we recently organised a very successful tour from Johannesburg to the Equator, in Kenya, for 30 classic/interesting cars. Many people have commented that they would be keen to go on further tours so I have taken the liberty of copying you. We also organise long and short distance events like the recent MINI Odyssey to Europe.

In the case of Classic/Interesting modes of transport we tend to organise a daily run of around 500km but in some cases this can extend to 900km plus. We try and stay on Tar roads but where appropriate we will use a dirt road. Accommodation is the best we can find on route. Route directions are kept very simple and there is an air of adventure in trying to find your way at times. On long distance routes such as those up into Kenya we provide a backup vehicle and trailer.

Some ideas on the future. If we organise another event the participants of the last event will always get priority on a booking for the next event before we open it to others.

Some idea of what we have in mind is:

1. 2007 September Targa Namibia.

2. 2008 September African Odyssey 2008.

3. 2009 September Mocambique Malawi Meander.

Targa Namibia will take us into Namibia via Upington and on to the Fish River Canyon. From there down to Luderitz and Kolmanskop, the Ghost Town.

Then up into the desert via Maltahoehe, Sossusvlei and Swakopmund for a day off. Up to Etosha and further up to Rundu, across the Caprivi Strip and into the Chobe National Park for a day off in the Chobe. Then back to RSA via Francistown. 14 days Friday to Sunday. The biggest sand dunes and the biggest meteorite in the world will be seen on this trip. Gee!

I have spent some time working in this one and Namibia is a very difficult area to get accommodation in. Most places are full already for 2007 so if you are interested please let me know by the 25th and places will be limited this time to 20 cars.

2008 Odyssey will see us return to the Equator but via a different route to 2006.

2009 Meander hopes to taken in a circular route via Mocambique, Malawi and Zambia.

Also about 14 days.

If you are interested in the Namibia trip I need to know soon. I am getting prices at the moment of between R650 and R1200 per double room per night.

Finally….FJHRA SUBSCRIPTIONS…. 2007
The 2007 subscription form is being mailed out with your magazine #128.

The basic subscription remains the same   i.e.

£100 for racing membership, and

£20 for non-racing membership

But there are three other changes

1 The European racing membership rises from e.100 to e.120

2.Because the FIA want a definitive list of those who are REGISTERED for the FIA Lurani trophy , and therefore can score Lurani points, there is a £20 Registration fee for Lurani

3. it may not be realised, but FJHRA have to pay up front for the whole grid for almost all European races [ except OldTimer GP ] and increasingly so in UK [ except HSCC , 750MC and club VSCC races]. This can sometimes mean , in mid summer, that we have paid , say,3 x e.16000 up to 3 months ahead of the races ie nearly e.50,000 before a large part of the entries come in !!!..A significant cash flow problem.. Last year FJHRA received a very generous loan from a member to assist , but this year we think it reasonable that all drivers , other than those in HSCC UK Championship races only , should assist …. So we are asking you to calculate a rough entry fee budget for the year , and in round figures of £ 600, 1000, or 2000 or .e. 600, 1000, or 2000  place a returnable deposit with FJHRA against your year’s entries. There will be an accounting at the season end , and you can withdraw it , or carry any balance forward to the next year. In an emergency, you can withdraw at any other time , and you can certainly call for your running balance [ on Sarah,s computer] at all reasonable times !!. We also realise that some drivers on a limited budget may not be able to participate fully in the deposit scheme…this will not affect your standing with FJHRA [ in genuine cases !! ]
