DRIVE SHAFTS for the Lotus Formula Junior cars

Discussions have taken place at the HMSC about driveshafts for Lotus 23B sports racing cars.The first Lotus 23 series 2 chassis [ colloquially called 23B] was chassis # 23-S-101  which was not delivered until January 1964, AFTER Formula junior had ceased to exist

There were  FOUR Types of Lotus FJ cars

Mark  18  1960

20 1961

22  1962

27 1963

The position of FJHRA is simple . Historic Formula Junior races are for original cars in original specification. 

Lotus 18 and 20 used fixed length shafts with Hardy-Spicer couplings

As far as I am aware NO Lotus 22 or 27 was supplied with Hardy-Spicer couplings on the gearbox end of the shaft. They all used the rubber doughnut type metalastic couplings

A photograph has been produced of one  factory Lotus 22 TESTING at Goodwood with Hardy Spicer couplings . No evidence has been produced that any of the 78 Lotus 22s sold had other than metalastic couplings

For the avoidance of doubt Hardy Spicer and Juboflex couplings are not and will not be accepted by FJHRA as replacements for the original Formula Junior drive shafts

AUTOSUD Story

It’s a fascinating read put together by original Constructor , Gioacchino Rosa Rosa, , and tells the full story of the three FJ cars, two of which survive intact , whilst the first  one built has yet to be rediscovered
FIA SECRET  ( or not so secret …?? ) CENTRAL DATABASE

Over the last couple of years , Jeremy Hall, FIA contractee, has travelled round the world collecting together selected information from the HVIF forms from the. ASNs affiliated to FIA . All these are indexed by marque and chassis number [ or frame number or whatever number applicants or ASNs have allocated to cars, in lieu, in the past ..!] on a central FIA database
It was therefore somewhat ironic that almost as soon as this expensive exercise had been completed, the FIA promptly deleted all reference to chassis numbers or history from their new HTP form!!
Interestingly,  I have just seen an auction catalogue from Coys – well known “historic” car auctioneers - and  which says of one Chevron F2 car for sale – item 240 of their 22. 7. 06 auction “This 1971 F2 on offer is chassis no 3 out of a total production of 12……….This car is very rare indeed AS JUST 4 are still in EXISTENCE ACCORDING  to THE FIA.” Now please analyse this statement…The FIA have no basic historical records … only the new FIA HVIF database… AND this is [ supposed to be ] SECRET, with one copy in Geneva , and one with Jeremy Hall. So , it would seem , either the description is a complete fiction , or.information has come from that database…HOW ? [ in fact the catalogue statement must be sheer nonsense anyway , because even if only 4 B18 Chevrons have FIA papers , noone at FIA or anywhere else is going to know whether there are one or 6 others lurking in sheds across the Globe without FIA papers !!!]

But , anyway,one might ask,why should this historical record, produced, ultimately at our expense as licence holders, be hidden from view, and, if properly edited for anomalies, duplications and inconsistencies, for what purpose..If there had been a proper record kept of all “Historic” cars from the very beginning , open to inspection and critique by experts, then the “restorers” would never have had the chance to “fill the gaps” of missing cars, unlike  the misty world in which we now inhabit where all car histories are omitted from FIA papers, “air” cars are HGPCA front runners and production lists kept closely guarded by  the privileged few for good or bad reasons, 

Meanwhile FJHRA is working on a complete record of all extant FJ cars, with chassis numbers, frame numbers , and an ownership trail – or at least the best information that can be put together. The 500 OA already have this for the [ more than 600 !! ] 500cc F3 cars , which Duncan built up over 20 years , so the precedent exists
